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	Action in the Community Through Services
	Provide educational services on healthy relationships and domestic violence to 9th & 10th grade students at Prince William County Public School System during their Health and Physical Education Classes; providing services and referrals to 400 youth.

	Arlington Public Schools
	Provide enhanced outreach services to identify and screen adolescent mothers who are at high risk for domestic violence, and to provide domestic violence group counseling sessions.

	Black Women United For Action
	Provide a series of workshops to increase knowledge and awareness of family violence to 20 adults of a low income, single-mother, African American community.  BWUFA will work with the Women's Center to provide facilitators and curriculum, along with resources and referrals to services as needed.

	Bristol Crisis Center
	Provide Sexual Assault Awareness Education classes, Promoting Healthy & Violence Free Relationships classes, and Family Violence Prevention Resource Kits to at least 200 underserved, at-risk youth at Highlands Juvenile Detention Center.  The service area includes 9 counties and 2 cities in Southwest VA.

	Center for Sexual Assault Survivors
	Provide empowerment presentations to elementary students in York County and the cities of Hampton and Newport News.  Our goal is to serve 300 students at 12 area elementary schools beginning this fall.

	Central Virginia Community Services
	Provide funding for the Parent Center, which provides educational services and supports to help prevent family violence and improve family functioning for individuals from Lynchburg City.  The Parent Center provides individual and family therapy, parenting classes, support groups, empowerment training and recreational and social activities for families.

	Children, Youth and Family Services
	Surviving the Teen Years is a 6-week parenting course combined with home-based individualized parent consultations.  The program uses an established national curriculum and parents and their teens participate together in all services.  Most families are referred due to identified risk factors, and live in Charlottesville and the counties of Albemarle, Fluvanna, Greene, Louisa and Nelson.

	Children's Advocacy Center of the Roanoke Valley 
	Provide parent education classes as a part of its Children First program, offering education to parents who are referred to classes by DSS, the courts, or who are identified as being at risk for abusing their children.  CACRV will utilize the curriculum "Systematic Training for Effective Parenting" (STEP), funding for which is being requested.  225 parents in the cities of Roanoke and Salem, the counties of Roanoke, Botetourt, and Craig and the Town of Vinton will be served.

	CHIP of Virginia 
	Train 110 home visitors in 11 sites to screen for mental health needs of parents at risk and help parents access and use mental health treatment.  COV will work with state and local mental health experts to plan and implement the training.

	Collins Center
	Provide 200 counseling sessions to victims and their family members in Harrisonburg and Rockingham County.  A priority will be given to children, Spanish speaking victims, and those who are uninsured.

	Crossroads Prevention Services/Piedmont Healthy Families 
	Crossroads Prevention Services/Piedmont Healthy Families, partnering with local DSS, schools, health, and probation departments will provide parenting classes, in-home visitation, and community awareness events in Amelia, Buckingham, Charlotte, Cumberland, Lunenburg, Nottoway and Prince Edward to 1500+ people.

	Eastern Shore Area Agency on Aging/Community Action Agency
	Provide 12 education/support groups sessions with five follow-up family activities for at least 30 fathers and their at-risk pre-school children in Accomack and Northampton Counties.  Fathers will learn positive discipline, communication skills, and stress management techniques.

	Eastern Shore Coalition Against Domestic Violence
	Provide resource and referral services to at least 150 children that are affected by domestic violence in Accomack and Northampton Counties in VA.  Individual statistics will be documented as well as hours staff spends on each individual child to prevent the cycle of violence from continuing.

	Fairfax CASA 
	Recruit, screen, train, and supervise volunteers to serve as Court Appointed Special Advocates for 280 newly referred abused/neglected children in Fairfax County who are under Court protection.  Emphasis will be on recruiting African-American volunteers and volunteers who speak Spanish to reduce disproportional and to increase communication.

	ForKids, Inc.
	ForKids, a homeless services provider in South Hampton Roads, has developed its Violence Intervention Program (VIP) to address the root causes of family violence and create healthy family dynamics.  The program provides adults and children positive alternatives to the generational patterns that keep families impoverished.  Classes and counseling will be provided for an estimated 75 families, or 255 individuals.

	Henrico CASA
	Expand current community education project by placing a kiosk in the CASA lobby.  The volunteers and staff will encourage more agency workers and families to obtain information by supplying brochures and workbooks on violence prevention, safe parenting and community resource information to caregivers and other agencies.

	Laurel Center 
	Provide emergency shelter for victims of domestic violence and promote health family relationships through community media and local presentations.  Services to Latino families will be enhanced through the translation of program materials (400 Participants) and up to 90,000 community members reached through the media.

	Laurel Shelter 
	Trained to facilitate the nurturing parenting classes and is seeking funding to purchase the class materials to provide this class to victims of domestic violence at the shelter and in the community.  Parenting children who have been exposed to violence poses a special challenge for parents and facilitators.

	New River Community Action 
	Enhance parenting skills of approximately 6 Hispanic and 30 non-Hispanic low-income families in Pulaski County to promote wellness and prevent maltreatment of 18 Hispanic and 90 non-Hispanic Children.

	NRV Cares
	Provide support for Parenting Young Children Courses using the Systematic Training for Effective Parenting (STEP) Curriculum to 89 0arents or caregivers of children ages 0-6 years in the New River Valley to prevent child abuse and neglect.

	Occupational Enterprises - Planning District 3: Washington, Smyth, Wythe, Carroll, Grayson, Bristol
	Employ a Training Coordinator who will develop audience specific training modules (DSS,CSBs, CAAs, teachers, civic groups, medical personnel) and coordinate the work of planning, training and funding of a coalition to increase awareness and improve prevention efforts-linking family violence and the underlying cause of substance abuse.

	Occupational Enterprises - Planning District 2: Tazewell, Buchanan, Dickenson, Russell
	Employ a Training Coordinator who will develop audience specific training modules (DSS,CSBs, CAAs, teachers, civic groups, medical personnel) and coordinate the work of planning, training and funding of a coalition to increase awareness and improve prevention efforts-linking family violence and the underlying cause of substance abuse.

	Office of the Attorney General 
	The Office of the Attorney General's Virginia Triad Partnership will hold five regional conferences for senior citizens with a target audience of 1,650 attendees.  Each conference will address elder abuse prevention, awareness, and consumer education.  Triad will partner with local/state agencies, non-profits, and others to plan and implement the conferences.

	Office of the Commonwealth's Attorney
	Lynchburg Family Violence Fatality Review Team in partnership with the Coalition Against Domestic Violence for the 24th Judicial District, will provide community outreach materials and educational programming to an estimated 450-500 individuals organizations within Central Virginia in an effort to improve system response and reduce incidents of family violence.

	Piedmont CASA 
	Piedmont CASA seeks partial funding for a full-time Supervisor who will train and supervise 25 citizen-volunteers advocating for the best interests of approximately 45 children whose cases are before the Juvenile and Domestic Relations Courts of Charlottesville and Albemarle County due to abuse or neglect by their caregivers.

	Prevent Child Abuse Virginia 
	Provide the 800-CHILDREN helpline to Virginia's parents/caregivers, children and professionals who work with children, offering immediate, emotional support, guidance, practical information and referrals to other community resources.  Targeted marketing efforts and specific publications will reach out to Spanish-speaking communities across the Commonwealth.

	Project Horizon, Inc.  
	Project Horizon will work with allied professionals of Rockbridge CARES (Rockbridge County, Lexington and Buena Vista) to develop and implement a public awareness project including a media campaign, educational presentations and community awareness event, all focusing on men working together to end violence against women with approximately 500 participants.

	Rappahannock Area CASA
	Volunteers appointed by a J&DR Court Judge will advocate for 275 abused and neglected children in the 15th Judicial District.  Volunteers will collaborate with local DSS, Victim Witness, mental health providers and law enforcement to promote permanency and child safety within our community.

	Rappahannock Area Council for Child Abuse Prevention
	Provide three free parenting courses per year that focus on nurturing parenting techniques and discipline strategies for parents of children ages 2 to 12 years.  Our goal is to serve 75 individuals in the Greater Fredericksburg Area including--Caroline, King George, Spotsylvania, Stafford, and Orange County.  A children's program will be provided for the children of participants.

	Rappahannock Council Against Sexual Assault
	Expand our services to the Latino and Immigrant population by having on staff two Spanish speaking outreach and weekend victim advocate staff and one counselor to provide community outreach/liaison services, crisis on-call services, and hospital accompaniment services during the weekend and holidays in the areas of Fredericksburg City, and the counties of Caroline, Spotsvania, King George, and Stafford.  Our aim is to do expand on the needs assessment of the community completed in 2008 and to offer specific outreach and counseling services to Spanish speaking victims.  RCASA plans on working with local Hispanic area community groups such as Madre Tierra and liaison with RCDV.

	Richmond Outreach Center 
	Parents and youth from the family violence plagued Southwood community in South Richmond will be brought to the ROC for kid's services, parenting classes, single Mom's University, ESL classes and the food pantry.  The project targets 960 adults and youth, including families referred to the ROC by CPS.

	Roanoke Valley CASA Foundation
	Fund program supervisor staff position to assist the Roanoke CASA Foundation with recruitment, training and supervision of diverse community of volunteer advocates for abused and neglected children in the 23rd Judicial District.  An increased advocate base will increase representation of children and their voice in court.

	Rockingham Memorial Hospital
	Provides risk assessment, education and support to 1900 parents delivering a baby at Rockingham Memorial Hospital.  Parents with three or more risk factors for child abuse/neglect will receive a timely home visit and/or referral to Healthy Families of the Blue Ridge or Hand-In-Hand Resource Mothers.

	Shelter for Help in Emergency
	Think. Tell. Ask: Teens Taking Action (TTA) is an innovative peer education program co-sponsored by Shelter For Help in Emergency and Planned parenthood with other cooperating organizations.  Focusing on youth 14-18 in Planning district 10, TTA reduces abusive behavior in teen relationships through training and empowering teens to in turn teach their communities.

	Shenandoah Memorial Hospital/Healthy Families
	Intensive in-home education, support and other services provided to at-risk first-time families of Shenandoah County.  Services, focused particularly on teen parents and abuse/neglect prevention, include topics such as child development, positive discipline, health and safety, parent/child bonding, and improved family functioning.  Coordination with DSS, hospital, and physicians ensures early intervention.

	United Community Ministries 
	Prevention and treatment services for families (adults & children) in domestic violence program.

	Up Center 
	Implement the Healthy Families home visiting program in Norfolk working in collaboration with Sentara Norfolk General Hospital to identify and screen program participants.  The program will serve 90 families identified as being at risk of child abuse and/or neglect.

	Women's Resource Center of the New River Valley 
	Fund the 24 Hour Crisis Hotline for the New River Valley of Virginia.  Operated by the Women's Resource Center of the new River Valley, the Hotline will counsel 1,450 victims of domestic and sexual violence.  An additional 600 victims will receive information and referral services.

	YWCA of Richmond
	The YWCA Hospital Accompaniment service utilizes staff and well-trained volunteers 24-hours a day to meet domestic and sexual violence victims in the emergency rooms of local hospitals, offering support and personal supplies, as well as referral information for individual and group counseling.  This project involves the continuation of this service and funding for our Volunteer and Public Education Specialist to allow us to meet the growing demand by serving 150 victims in the 2008-09 fiscal year.
