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	Bethany House of Northern Virginia
	BHNV requests funds for assistance to 80 victims of domestic violence and family violence, including the elderly and adult dependent children, providing them with safe emergency shelter and the comprehensive support services they need to recover from trauma and acquire skills needed to live self-sufficiently in Northern Virginia.

	CASA for Children of Augusta County, Staunton and Waynesboro
	CASA of Children provides the single service of court advocacy for abused and/or neglected children in the Covington, Alleghany County, Lexington and Rockbridge County.  Our agency will train and supervise 15 volunteers to provide effective advocacy services to 20 children.

	Center for Child and Family Services – Hampton
	Provide 30 hours of free 1) assessments, 2) child orientations, 3) clinically-supervised visits, 4) family coaching counseling sessions to non-custodial parents, custodial parents, and their children to strengthen parent-child and family bonding in a safe, secure, and nurturing environment for Hampton, Newport News, York, Isle of Wight, and Williamsburg residents.

	Center for Creative Development – Richmond
	To implement 5-6, twelve session, Male Responsibility Programs to 75 adult men, ages 18 and older in the Richmond Metropolitan Area.  Each program will be augmented by a live presentation of Tigria's Story of abuse.  Partners: Richmond Addiction News Corporation, Offender Aid and Restoration and Virginia Department of Corrections.  

	Children, Youth and Family Services – Charlottesville
	CYFS family violence prevention and treatment services include Surviving the Teen Years 6-week evidence-based parenting courses and in-home consultations for prevention, and Victims of Child Abuse counseling to treat victims.  Services provided for 83 children and families that are referred for high-risk factors in Charlottesville and five surrounding counties.

	Children's Advocacy Programs of the Blue Ridge – Rocky Mount
	The Southern Virginia Child Advocacy Center will conduct eight community education/outreach forums in Franklin County to Train 100-120 community members on identifying and effectively responding to child sexual abuse, using the Darkness to Light Stewards of Children training curriculum.

	Children's Hospital of The King's Daughters’ Child Abuse Program – Norfolk
	This project will allow alleged child victims of child abuse and/or neglect to receive a psychological consultation using empirically supported, trauma based measures.  Our program serves the entire Hampton Roads region and over 25% of Virginia's abused/neglected children each year.  Approximately 115 maltreated children will benefit from the proposed project.  

	Collins Center – Harrisonburg
	This project will support specialized therapeutic interventions to children and their families dealing with the trauma of sexual abuse, as they navigate through the social services and judicial systems.  It will provide for non-offending caregiver support groups, as well as counseling and advocacy services.

	Colonial CASA – Williamsburg
	Colonial CASA will provide advocacy services for 50 children ages 0-18 who have been abused or neglected in York County and Poquoson.

	Commonwealth Parenting Center – Glen Allen
	Sponsored by The Robins Foundation through the Partnership for Families Northside (PFFN), Commonwealth Parenting currently provides parent education and support to at-risk women served by North Richmond's YWCA Domestic Violence Shelter.  Should this request be granted, funds would expand these services to an additional 60 at-risk women.

	Domestic and Sexual Violence Programs – Alexandria
	The Alexandria Sexual and Domestic Violence Programs will provide training to 200 allied professional who serve lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer and questioning (LGBTQ) youth and adult survivors of violence to create inclusive services and community collaboration.  The project will also conduct outreach to 200 LGBTQ youth and adults in Alexandria to increase awareness of family violence issues and local support services.

	Eastern Shore Coalition Against Domestic Violence – Onancock
	The Eastern Shore Coalition Against Domestic Violence will provide prevention education, resource information, referral services to at least 200 youth to stop the cycle, Hispanic underserved community, elderly population experiencing domestic violence from intimate partners and adult children.  At least 65% will be at or below the poverty level.  Accomack and Northampton counties will be served.

	Family Services of Roanoke Valley – Roanoke
	Family Service of Roanoke Valley will use wraparound best practices per the Assertive Continuing Care-Community Reinforcement Approach to prevent family violence and reduce substance abuse in 40 Roanoke City families.  Community partners (e.g., Carilion Clinic, city's Human Services' Department) comprise an Advisory Committee and assist with coordinating services.

	Foothills Child Advocacy Center – Charlottesville
	Foothills Child Advocacy Center reduces family violence; providing a culturally sensitive, coordinated, community response to allegations of child abuse/neglect in a dedicated, child friendly setting.  In FY10, FCAC served 132 children in the Charlottesville/Albemarle community through multidisciplinary comprehensive investigation, treatment and support services in collaboration with thirteen community partners.

	Friends of the Portsmouth Juvenile Court – Portsmouth
	Portsmouth Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA), will increase public awareness of family violence, focusing specifically on child abuse and neglect through a collaboration with Portsmouth civic leagues.  Representatives will attend a workshop then present the information at their respective civic league meetings with the CASA coordinator as a resource.

	Greater Richmond SCAN – Richmond
	Richmond CASA ensures safe and permanent homes for all abuse and neglected children that come before the Richmond Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court.  The purpose of the grant will be to support a case manager who is responsible for the supervision, monitoring and training of 30 CASA volunteers and 60 cases.

	INMED Partnerships for Children – Ashburn
	MotherNet/Healthy Families Loudoun will provide 45 families (95% Latino) in Loudou8n County at risk for child abuse/neglect and other family violence with intensive in-home parenting education, practical support, and links to other appropriate community resources to reduce family stress and strengthen parents' ability to foster their children's safe, healthy development.

	Rappahannock Area Council for Child Abuse Prevention – Fredericksburg
	A Fatherhood Program Manager will be hired.  This person will begin by conducting a "father friendly audit" of the agency.  A marketing plan designed to attract at least 15% more participation by "dads" in RACCAP Circle of Parents programs will be created and direct program will be conducted for incarcerated dads.  RACCAP serves the Greater Fredericksburg Area.

	Richmond Early Childhood Development Initiative – Richmond
	This project will expand the capacity of the City of Richmond's Early Childhood Development Initiative and Richmond's Nurturing Network to provide the Nurturing Parenting Program and Circle of Parents in downtown Richmond neighborhoods.  Two additional Nurturing Parenting Programs and two new Circle of Parents groups will be established.  Richmond's Nurturing Network members will increase their knowledge and skills in parenting education and support by participating in two in-service trainings.

	Rockingham Memorial Hospital – Harrisonburg
	Rockingham Memorial Hospital's Community Health Partnership will increase safety of 361 children in Harrisonburg, Staunton, Waynesboro, Rockingham, Augusta, and Page through education of high risk families.  Partners include: Hand in Hand Resource Mothers; Healthy Families Blue Ridge, New Moms ask a Nurse support group; Parent Education and Support (English/Spanish).

	Safe Haven Child Visitation Centers of the New River Valley – Pulaski
	To meet increasing demand for supervised visitations services, the Center (serving Virginia's 27th Judicial District) will open a new site which is more accessible for clients in Montgomery County.  The target population for the new site is 20 children whose estranged family members have a history of violence and abuse.  

	Washington County DSS – Bristol
	The Washington County Homemaker Program is an early intervention/prevention program.  The program utilizes paraprofessionals to deliver home-based services to 40 families with children to prevent them from foster care, empowering them to take control of their lives and provide a safe and nurturing environment by teaching basic life skills.

	Women's Resource Center of the New River Valley – Radford
	The WRCNRV will reduce family violence regionally by training 306 faith and retired community leaders and hotline workers to better identify and assist older adult victims and their families, and to appropriately intervene in situations of elder abuse.  Virginia Tech's Center for Gerontology will provide content consultation.
