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	Bethany House of Northern Virginia - Alexandria
	Bethany House provides emergency shelter and supportive services to victims of domestic violence and family violence throughout Virginia.  Bethany House primarily serves women and children from Northern Virginia who are homeless due to domestic violence.  In FY15, Bethany House will house 47 families (47 adults and 65 children) in its emergency shelters.


	Center for Child and Family Services - Hampton
	Safe Harbor for Kids will provide assessments, child orientations, clinically-supervised visits with noncustodial parents and family sessions to promote nonviolent family interaction.  The program will focus on strengthening parent-child interaction in a safe, secure and nurturing environment for residents of Hampton, Newport News, York, Isle of Wight and Williamsburg.


	Children’s Advocacy of the Blue Ridge - Rocky Mount
	The Southern Virginia CAC will conduct eight educational forums in Franklin County, training 120-140 adults to identify and respond to child sexual abuse using the Darkness to Lights Stewards of Children curriculum and enhance judicial advocacy services for child victims by sending 12-15 individuals to the annual state CASA conference.


	CHIP of NRV/New River Community Action- Radford
	CHIP of NRV will maintain at least 5 families in Giles County and an additional 3 families in Pulaski County with past, current, or risk for CPS involvement.  Families will receive home visitation services from an RN/FCM team increasing parenting skills, health, support networks, resulting in few founded CPS investigations/family assessments.


	CHIP of Roanoke Valley - Roanoke
	CHIP’s “Power of Prevention” project will provide Shaken Baby Syndrome education to an expanded 80 prenatal and first-time mothers in CHIP through home visits.  Shaken Baby Syndrome training and outreach will also be provided to professionals and caregivers in the Greater Roanoke Valley including Safe Babies Alliance and other groups.

	Fairfax CASA - Fairfax
	Highly-trained, court-appointed volunteers will advocate for the best interests of 475 abuse and neglected Fairfax County children, ages 0-18, to prevent re-abuse.  Special focus will be on ensuring permanency for 200 foster youth.  Volunteers will make informed permanency recommendations for foster youth to be considered by the Court.


	Family Service of Roanoke Valley - Roanoke
	Family Service of Roanoke Valley, partnering with West End Center, Presbyterian Community Center and Community Youth Program, will provide 124 West Central Region residents who are victims of or at-risk for family violence with counseling and community education programs to prevent, treat and raise awareness about family violence.


	Foothills Child Advocacy Center - Charlottesville
	Foothills Child Advocacy Center reduces family violence through providing a culturally-sensitive, coordinated community response to allegations of child abuse/neglect in a dedicated child-friendly setting.  In FY2013, Foothills served 237 children in the Charlottesville/Albemarle community through multidisciplinary, comprehensive investigation, treatment, and support services in collaboration with thirteen community partners. 
 

	Friends of the Portsmouth Juvenile Court, Inc - Portsmouth
	This project will address family violence by providing trained CASA volunteers to at least 60 Portsmouth children in foster care.  Volunteers will work to ensure that each child is placed in a safe, nurturing home and achieves permanency.  Also, at least 10 new volunteers will be recruited, screened, and trained.  


	NRV Cares - Christiansburg
	This project will provide twelve Parenting Young Children courses to 100 residents of Giles, Floyd, Montgomery, and Pulaski counties and Radford City with children ages 6 and younger using the Systematic Training for Effective Parenting Curriculum in collaboration with Head Start, Virginia Preschool Initiative, and Giles Health Network.   


	OAR of Fairfax County - Fairfax
	OAR facilitates batterer intervention programs for 130 adult males in Northern Virginia who have committed domestic violence.  Grant funding will be used to follow-up on participants one year after the end of services.  Follow-up data will be generated from self report data, perpetrator and victim surveys, and from criminal records.  


	People Incorporated of Virginia - Abingdon
	CASA of the 28th Judicial District provides a voice for abused and/or neglected children in Virginia’s City of Bristol, Smyth, and Washington Counties.  In FY15, CASA plans to serve 135 children, assuring that they are placed in the safest possible environment and do not receive a new Child Protective Services complaint.


	Piedmont CASA, Inc. - Charlottesville
	In FY14, Piedmont CASA will expand its reach into rural Louisa County in order to recruit, screen, train, and supervise fifteen additional volunteers specifically for that region.  This will enable us to increase the number of abused and neglected children served in Louisa by 35.


	Planning District One Behavioral Health Services - Norton
	Planning District One Behavioral Health Services/Prevention Services will implement the program, Safe Dates, to approximately 400 students at two schools in Wise County and one school in Scott County.  Community partners include Wise and Scott County Public Schools and Hope House of Scott County.


	Rappahannock Rapidan Community Services - Culpeper
	Rappahannock Rapidan Community Services will collaborate to prevent financial abuse by family members of older adults in Culpepper, Fauquier, Orange, and Rappahannock counties by increasing protective money management volunteers, educating bank tellers as reporters, and increasing families’ ability to handle finances without exploiting a family member.


	Samaritan House, Inc. - Virginia Beach
	Samaritan House will improve capacity of its Safe Start initiative, hiring a children’s advocate to serve at least 228 children and their families in Virginia Beach/Hampton Roads region.  The advocate helps build family resilience, conducts assessments, case management, and provides linkages to counseling to treat children traumatized by family violence.


	SCAN of Northern Virginia - Alexandria
	SCAN will provide child abuse and child sexual abuse prevention training in Greater Prince William county in partnership with the Child Protection Partnership.  At least 100 individuals will be trained to recognize and respond to child abuse and at least 2,000 will be reached through the dissemination of community education materials.


	Shelter House, Inc. - Reston
	Shelter House’s Domestic Violence Supportive Housing programs deliver 23 units of service-enriched transitional housing for families made homeless by domestic violence.  Program families cultivate greater self-sufficiency and exit the program into safe permanent housing.


	YWCA South Hampton Roads - Norfolk
	The YWCA South Hampton Roads will launch respite childcare, a unique crisis program designed to afford victims of domestic and sexual violence residing in emergency shelter and/or participating in YWCA programs and services time away from parental pressures so they may seek and receive supports that are essential to recovery.
